1. 4385 Saratoga   Project Number PRJ-1098975  

 

The project site is currently developed with a 1,200 SF single-family residence.   The 

project is proposing to build an additional 892 SF onto the house, with a 515 SF second 

story and an additional 377 SF to the rear of the existing residence.  The 0.16-acre Lot 

is Zoned RS-1-17 Single Unit in the Peninsula Community Plan.   The project is also 

located in the following overlays:  Complete Communities, Airport Land Use 

compatibility, Coastal Height limit, Coastal Overlay Zone, Affordable Housing Parking 

demand, ALUCP Airport influence Area, ALUCP Noise contours, FAR Part 77 

Noticing Area.

2. 376 Silvergate Avenue   PRJ-1111391   

 

The proposed project is a 534 SF remodel and 322 SF addition to an existing 2,510 SF 

single-story single-family residence with conversion of an existing garage to a JADU, 

and construction of a new 513 SF 2-car garage.  The 0.23-acre site is in the RS-1-4 

Base Zone, Coastal Overlay Zone (Non-appealable) within the Peninsula Community 

Plan Area.

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3. 3327 Lucinda   PRJ-1096950 

 

The project is proposing a Coastal Development Permit to demolish the existing residence 

and construct a 2-story single dwelling unit. The 3,311 square-foot proposed development 

will include a 911 square-foot basement area, 672 square-foot garage area and a roof deck. 

The project site is zoned Residential – Single Unit RS 1 7  and designated as 

Residential in the Peninsula Community Plan. It is also within the following overlays: 

Complete Communities Mobility Choices, Airport Land Use Compatibility Overlay Zone, 

Coastal Height Limit Overlay Zone, Coastal Overlay Zone, Parking Impact Overlay Zone, 

Parking Standards Transit Priority Area, Transit Priority Area, Affordable Housing Parking 

Demand, ALUCP Airport Influence Area, and FAA Part 77 Noticing Area, within Council 

District 2.
